What is Southam Links?

Southam Links is an on demand service
that operates to pre-booked requests

(on a dial-a ride-basis). There is no fixed
timetable as the route the service takes
is defined by passenger demand and can
vary each day. You can generally secure
a booking 24 hours in advance, but can
call on the day you wish to travel to book
your journey. Bookings will depend on
availability.

Southam Links is provided for defined
rural communities in the Southam area.

Southam Links vehicles have disability
access.

Where can | go?

Southam Links gives you access to
Southam Tesco stores and other key
facilities on offer in Southam.

Southam Links offers access to
Leamington and Rugby by connecting
with Stagecoach Service 63/64

Where will it pick up?

When does Southam Links Run?

Southam Links runs on demand on
Mondays to Fridays between 0900 and
1500. A final trip leaves Southam at 1755
to give a link back to the villages, which
also connects with buses from Rugby
(departing at 1705) and Leamington Spa
(departing at 1715) to do the same.

How much does it cost?

For all customers:
£1.50 single
£3.00 return

Customers with a valid adult or child
(Stagecoach) return from Southam to
Leamington or Rugby will be conveyed
free of charge on the return journey home
on Southam Links,
